AUCTION AND BIDDING RULES:

1. Club Calf Paradise is an auction. The auction will be held over the phone and on the internet. You may bid by phone or you may bid online at www.clubcalfparadise.com. These rules will govern the conduct
of the auction. By bidding in the auction, you agree to these terms.

2. You must be registered to bid before 6:00 p.m. CDT on Labor Day. There are two ways to register to bid:
A. You can register for a bidder number when you stop at Club Calf Paradise to view the calves. You will complete a bidder number form which gives you a bidder’s number. On this form you may
choose a password for online bidding. We will register your bidder’s number on the Club Calf Paradise computer in the bunkhouse and we will explain the bidding process to you.
B. You can register online by completing the online registration process. This process will let you choose a password and we will email you a bidder number. Follow the directions on the website to
bid.

Once you have a valid bidder’s number, you can bid on any calf in the Club Calf Paradise sale until the auction ends.

3. At 6:00 p.m on Labor Day (the cutoff time), internet bidding will terminate. The auction will be concluded by telephone. Throughout the bidding period we will contact bidders so bidding stays current on
all calves. We would like to be down to no more than four bidders on each calf by the cutoff time. This way all final bidders can be contacted at one time and the auction can proceed by telephone in an orderly
fashion. All bidders must be available by phone after 6:00 p.m. on Labor Day. Throughout the bidding process, if you are outbid on a calf, we will contact you to see if you desire to remain in the bidding. If so,
you will need to place another bid or remove yourself from the bidding on the calf. You can also watch your bids on the internet and bid online at anytime before the cutoff.

4. There is no set sale order. The bid off portion of the auction will start with the most actively bid calf. If you are outbid on your first choice, you can bid on any calf remaining that has not been sold. When
you bow out of the bidding on any calf you must ask us to contact you when any other calf you choose enters the final bid off. We will add you to the bidders on that calf and contact you for the final bid oft.

5. We will suspend the telephone auction at 10:00 p.m. on Labor Day and at 10:00 p.m. on each successive day if the auction continues to that time. We choose not to interrupt people by telephone after 10:00
p-m. We will restart the telephone auction at approximately 8:00 a.m. the next day.

6. Internet bidders will have the option of proxy bidding. This allows you to input your top bid for the calf you want and the computer will bid on your behalf to that point. This lets you bid without actually
watching the auction online. The computer will automatically place the next bid on the calf you choose until the bidding stops or until the bidding goes past your chosen high bid. Proxy bidding is a tool to let
you make sure you don’t miss your calf because you cannot be available when the calf sells. You simply put in the maximum amount you will pay for the calf and the computer will do the rest. Proxy bidding is

only effective until 6:00 p.m. on Labor Day. We will still conclude the auction on the phone as described above.

7. Bids will be accepted in increments of $100 until the bid reaches $2,000.00. After a calf reaches $2,000.00 the bidding increment will increase to $250.00. You can jump the bid on any calf to any amount,
however your bid must match the bidding increments. For example, you cannot bid $2,100.00 on any calf. After $2,000.00 the next appropriate bid is $2,250.00.

8. If you are registered to bid before the cutoff time, you may bid on any calf until that calfis sold. If the bidding on your favorite calf goes past your budget, you may bid on any other calf that has not already
sold. Ifyou are bidding on one calf and are interested in another, please inform us of that fact and we will try to hold the bidding open on your second choice until your first choice is sold. This will give you the
opportunity to purchase your second choice if your first choice surpasses your budget.
9. Payment is due immediately at the close of the auction. Please mail your check to us at:

10. Ownership of each calf passes to the high bidder at the moment a lot is marked “Sold” on the website or at the moment we announce the lot as “Sold” on the telephone. If you are the successful bidder, you
own the calf and risk of loss passes to you.

11. You can pick up your purchased calves at any time. Please make arrangements with us before you arrive. All calves must be removed from Club Calf Paradise prior to September 20, 2010. If you fail to pick
up your calves prior to September 20, a charge of $5.00 per head per day will be assessed.

12. Calves sold at Club Calf Paradise carry no warranty of any kind. All implied warranties are waived by the buyer.
